CALL TO ORDER, ESTABLISH QUORUM
Meeting called to order by Bryan Dilworth at 11:00 am

ACTION ITEM: Approve Minutes from November 19, 2025

Suzanne Pattinson moves to approve the minutes John Wright seconds. The motion to approve
the 11/19/2025 minutes passes unanimously.

CONSENT CALENDAR (ACTION ITEM):

Pattinson made a motion to add the invoice from Sluder Construction in the amount of $16,000
for the Glendale Bridge project to the consent calendar. Wright seconds and the motion passes.
Pattinson moves to approve the Consent Calendar with the addition, Wright seconds, the
Consent calendar is approved.

NEW BUSINESS (ACTION ITEM):

-Broadford Levee Walkthrough

The group discussed tree removal - what areas to remove trees, the cost and what would be
done with the trees that are removed. The consensus was that the trees on the river side of the
levee would be more important to remove, especially those at the start of the levee close to the
bridge. It was questioned if there is a policy for leaving trees on site and if that would be
permitted.

The curve of the river just above the bridge flows directly into the levee. Schoen suggested
adding a log jam structure above the bend to redirect the water and take pressure away from
the area. It was also suggested to excavate the side channel to help direct some of the water
away from the main channel. This area of the levee seems to be the most threatened and
impacts the largest amount of infrastructure, so it was suggested to prioritize repairing the levee
along the bend.

Pattinson proposed not repairing the northern section of the levee and instead opening up
channels to direct flood water into the natural flood plain to the west of the levee. If this were to
be done, it is suggested to release a statement that FCD9 would no longer be responsible for
repair or restoration on that section of the levee, and that FCD9 would like to encourage smart
development in floodplains.

McCaffrey suggested having a company analyze all of the options for river/levee repair which
would let us know which options would be best. FCD9 can use that information to guide their



decision. Biota conducted a similar study in the late 2010s and the Wood River Atlas also has
analysis on that area, but a more specific analysis would be helpful.

On the end of the levee toward Eccles Ranch there is a culvert along the west side of the levee,
if FCD9 were to breach sections of the levee, this would be a good section since the water
would have the culvert to flow into. The idea would be to reconnect the river to the natural flood
plane in the case of a flooding event.

Pattinson questioned what FCD9’s liability is in the case of a flood event and levee failure, and
she asked how we find out what FCD9'’s liability is. There was also the question of who we
would work with on levee repairs or if we decide to not be responsible for a levee, would it be
the Army Corps of Engineers?

There was a discussion about talking to the homeowners in the area. Wright was wondering if
we should approach them now, and McCaffrey suggested waiting until we have a plan in place
so they will be more likely to support the plan.

Schoen will conduct a search for an attorney that is familiar with Flood Control Districts that
could help guide us as we move forward and can help answer some of these questions about
liability.
